General Rules & Regulations

Prescribed by the Board of Directors of the Miami County Fair Association for application in

connection with the operations of all departments of the Fair.

Online Pre-Entry Deadline: July 15t — All Departments

All Exhibits/Exhibitors are subject to the following rules:
The officers and Board of Directors shall have charge and control of the Fairgrounds
during the fair and shall be the supreme authority in the conduct of the fair.
Extension Staff in cooperation with the Fair Board will be in full control of
departments over which they are appointed and commissioned. The management
reserves the right to amend and add to these rules as they may deem advisable. In a
conflict of general and special rules, the latter will have precedence. Any person
who violates any of the rules will forfeit all privileges and premiums.
Competition is open to all, regardless of residence. There will be no entry fee for
exhibits and admission to all exhibits will be free to the public.
All departments are open classes except the 4-H & FFA departments which are
limited to members of Miami County 4-H Clubs and FFA Chapters, who are
between the ages of 7-18 before January 1, 2024. Marital status does not affect
eligibility.
Judging in all classes will be by competent, impartial, and experienced judges. No
person will be permitted to approach the judges while judging is in progress.
Entries MUST be the property of the exhibitor and entered in his or her name. All
entries must be filed with the head of the departments and in place by the time
specified in department rules. Only one premium per entry is awarded.
New classes will be added if 5 like items are entered in the same age group.
In classes where there is no competition, the entry will be judged on its own merits
and placed accordingly.
Decisions of the judges will be final.
Where no rules cover the situation, the secretary will ask the board to make a rule
and define its application to the situation.
NO SMOKING IN THE FAIR BUILDINGS!
No alcohol/open containers are permitted on the fairgrounds, unless in the
designated beer garden area.
All exhibits must be on the fairgrounds and animals in their stalls by the designated
entry time listed in the fair book.
Livestock exhibitors must be on hand to show their livestock.
Exhibits remain the property of the exhibitor and should be reclaimed at the close of
the Fair.
Livestock animals that are not sold in the market sale or shipped at base bid.
will be released at NOON on Saturday, July 27, 2024. This includes Beef,
Sheep, Swine, Goats, Poultry and Rabbits. Note: Incoming trailer traffic at the
start of the fair — North to south on the east side of the tie barn. Saturday load-
out traffic going home — south to north on the east side of the tie barn. Barns
need to be clean. Premiums will be forfeited if the exhibit is taken before
release time.
Every animal and article on the grounds shall be under the general control of the
organization during the Fair. All exhibits at the Miami County Fair are entered and
displayed at the risk of the exhibitor.

The Miami County Fair Association cannot accept the responsibility for health,
damage, or loss of an exhibit due to the conditions imposed by large crowds, the
arrangement of buildings, in which exhibits are housed, and the number of exhibits.
Individuals who have exhibits of great sentimental and/or monetary value should
carefully consider whether such exhibits should be exposed to the hazards of the
fair.

The Association will welcome exhibits that are entered for display only, or for
which there are no premiums offered if space is available.

There will be no charge for stalls or pens. The Fair Association reserves the right to
withhold premium if the exhibitor does not clean and remove all manure, feed, and
bedding from their stalls and tie-out areas as directed by the Fair Association.

All animals must be fed, watered, and cared for by the exhibitor. The fair will not
provide feed or feed pans and waterers.

Stalls and Pens will be assigned based on pre-entry due July 1st. Open Class Bucket
Calf, Poultry, and Dairy Goats may come for the day of the show and leave upon
completion of judging. No stall space will be guaranteed for open class animals.
All animals should conform to breed class standards.

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

Kansas Origin Livestock: No health certificate is required. A fair board-appointed
inspector may inspect the animal at the time of unloading or anytime thereafter. If
there is evidence of contagious or infectious disease the animal will be removed
from the fairgrounds.

Out of State Livestock: All livestock originating outside of Kansas must meet
Kansas import requirements and must have a valid Certificate of Veterinary
Inspection.

Sheep and Goats will be visually inspected by a fair board appointed inspector for
sore mouth, infectious skin lesions (ringworm), club lamb fungus, and general health
before they will be allowed to stall or weigh. This procedure is necessary to ensure
that communicable diseases are not passed to other animals or participants.

a. The health check-in will take place in the North parking lot. Animals may be
unloaded for inspection. Travel blankets must be removed before inspection.

b. Vehicles hauling sheep or goats will not be allowed entry to the fairground prior
to being inspected at the specified times. If an animal is found to be infected with
fungal lesions, it must be removed from the fairgrounds immediately. The Fair
Board appointed inspector shall have the authority to disqualify a sheep or goat that
has made contact with an infected animal. If hauling livestock of other species in the
same vehicle, the appointed inspector will have the authority to allow or deny the
other species entry into the stalling barn.

Any animal may be required to undergo a health inspection at the Superintendent’s
request. The appointed inspector may order removal of any animal infected with or
exposed to a communicable or contagious disease.

Exhibitors in the 4-H and FFA Departments will abide by the general regulations set
forth for the Miami County Fair except where special regulations are set forth
governing 4-H & FFA Departments.

No exhibitor will be allowed to compete who is not a member of Miami County 4-H
or Miami County FFA Chapters. 4-H & FFA Members shall be 7-18 years old by
January 1, 2024, to be eligible for the 2024 Miami County Fair and meet enrollment
deadlines. Marital status does not affect eligibility. Members must meet age and
ownership deadlines in order to show animals at the fair.

All exhibits are to be this year’s work.

All 4-H/FFA exhibits must be owned by the exhibitor. Added from Rule #23: All
exhibits at the Miami County Fair are entered and displayed at the risk of the
exhibitor. The Miami County Fair Board does not accept responsibility for health,
damage or loss of an exhibit. Individuals who have exhibits of great sentimental or
monetary value should carefully consider whether to exhibits those items.

Age classifications will use the members’ age as of January 1, 2024,

All exhibits will be entered and in place by the time stated under department
heading.

Decisions of the judges will be final.

Judges will base awards on a set standard regardless of the number of exhibits in a
class. Only purple ribbon exhibits will be eligible for Champion or Reserve
Champion in static exhibits. Animal exhibits must receive a 1% blue to be eligible for
Champion or Reserve Champion awards.

Exhibits remain the property of the exhibitor and must be reclaimed at the close of
the fair. The Miami County Fair will not assume responsibility for any exhibits left
after exhibit release. Premiums will be taken if the exhibit is removed before release
time or stall area is not properly cleaned.

Exhibits must be picked up by the end of the day on Saturday. If you cannot pick up
your exhibit on Saturday, July 27, you must make arrangements with someone else
to pick up your exhibit.

Animals that will not be sold in the premium auction will be released on Saturday.
July 27™ at Noon. This includes beef, sheep, swine, goats, poultry and rabbits.
Note: Incoming trailer at the start of the fair will move north to south on the east
side of the tie barn (Bldg. #8) Saturday load out traffic will run south to north on the
east side of the tie barn.

Persons moving another exhibitor’s livestock or moving assigned stall spaces to
make room for their own will be disqualified from exhibiting.

Livestock, rabbit, dog, horse, and poultry exhibitors must be on hand to show their
project at the time of judging.

4-H or FFA members exhibiting livestock must accompany their exhibits or provide
suitable means of caring for them at all times during the fair.

No fitting chutes allowed in the barn.

One small bale of hay can be stored in the barn only in back of the designated tack
area. NO ROUND BALES OF HAY AT TIE OUTS!
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All livestock must have met county tagging and ownership deadlines. Market Beef
by March 17%. Market & Breeding Swine, Sheep, and Meat Goats by May 57,
Commercial Heifers by May 5. Registered breeding heifers, gilts, ewes, and does
must show ownership by June 15" and must have tattoos/scrappies tag/ear notches.
A copy of the registration papers is due with the online fair pre-entry, July 1%,
Ownership of market animals is established at the spring tagging.

Livestock can be tagged in the family/household name. All eligible 4-H youth

(siblings, step-siblings, and/or foster sibling) who legally reside in the same

household, share the same legal address, and materially participate in the care of the

project the majority of the time can be listed under the family/household name when
tagging or declaring ownership of the animals.

If the Livestock is ever shown by a different exhibitor (other than siblings,

stepsiblings, and/or foster siblings) at another show between spring ownership

deadline and the county fair show day, then that animal may not be shown by that
exhibitor at the county fair.

All members showing beef, sheep, swine, or goats (Breeding or Market) must

complete the Youth Quality Care of Animals Training each year.

All members showing beef, sheep, swine or goats must fill out and sign the Miami

County Fair Declaration Form. This must be signed and submitted to the extension

office or superintendents by Ownership deadlines.

If an animal cannot be safely exhibited and shown normally it should remain at

home. Unsafe animals will not be evaluated for ribbon placing or eligible for market

sale.

All animals should conform to breed association standards.

The fair association encourages adults to remain at least 10 feet away from animals

while they are being judged.

No animal entered in the Miami County Fair should be fitted by altering natural

conformation and structure of the important meat yielding areas of the animal’s

body or by altering the color or structure of hair or wool coat in any way except for
trimming or blocking. In such cases where unethical fitting, fraud, or
misrepresentations appear to have been attempted and the alleged attempt is
protested, the Miami County Fair may appoint a veterinarian, official or committee
to inspect the entry. Animals that have been sold through the Market Animal Sale
will have all sale money withheld if they are found to have been tampered with,
altered, or if the carcass is condemned.

Showmanship: Exhibitors must show their own animal. Once the show ring is

entered, no substitution of animals will be allowed.

Any 4-H/FFA Market Animal not making weight will show in a lightweight class

and will not be eligible for champion or selling in the Market Animal Sale

4-H/FFA Members are expected to exhibit their own animals. An exhibitor
substitution may be allowed only in the following cases:

a.  Exhibitor Is ill/injured; must have physician’s order and be present at time of
the show.

b.  Exhibitor has more than one animal entered in the same class. Substitute
exhibitors must be entered and exhibiting their own project(s) in the respective
species and must be a Miami County 4-H/FFA exhibitor.

Neck Ties and Halters must be used in tie barn for any cattle.

Cloverbud 4-H members can only show in the Cloverbud Department and unable to

show any livestock or animals in 4-H & FFA Departments.
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2024 Miami County Fair Project & Livestock Auction Rules

Due to the Removal of Kansas 4-H Policy 10.6 in October of 2023, the Miami County
Fairboard has changed the Miami County Fair Project & Livestock Auction and the
options available for selling a project or animal. The Miami County Fair Project &
Livestock Auction will now have different options youth can select on how their project
or livestock is sold:

Market Animal Sale Options

e Auction: Your animal will be sold in the sale as a terminal animal. Youth receives
the base bid and loses possession of such animal. (How the auction has proceeded in
previous years)

e  Premium-Only: You animal will sell in the sale for premium money only. Youth
would NOT receive any base bid and KEEPS possession of that animal to take
home.

Approved withdrawal times
are set and must be followed to assure that meat customers receive wholesome food.

2. Blood and Urine Tests: The giving of an oral or injected diuretic, growth promotants
or other medication not approved for any domestic animal constitutes an unethical
practice. The Miami County Fair Board reserves the right to conduct blood and/or
urine laboratory analysis on ANY animal entered in a competition. An exhibitor of an
animal producing an analysis with a quantity of diuretic, or any unapproved
medication will be requested to forfeit all prizes and premiums and may be barred
from future competition at the Miami County Fair.

3. Member must sell their own animal in the auction except in case of serious
iliness, accident, or death in immediate family.

4.  The market animal sale is held for 4-H & FFA exhibitors, and all animals sold must
have been exhibits in this year’s 4-H & FFA division of the fair.

“chocking” mechanism, the two individual blocks should be connected together as a
pair of chocks, so they do not become separated. At least one pair of chocks should
be placed on each side of the trailer to prevent movement.

For trailer exhibits, the tongue for the trailer should have a locking mechanism (e.g.,
padlock) to prevent the trailer from being moved.

Any exhibits with downward swinging parts, such as tailgates, which could pose a
fall/striking hazard, should have a tamper resistant locking mechanism such as a
“zip-tie” or a “cotter-key” through a release pint that would prevent the swinging
part from being accidentally released and hitting someone.

Each exhibit must be free-standing or sufficiently supported by a support system that
is moveable. Exhibit display boards should have a portable and moveable base and
examples should be firmly affixed to the board to ensure all parts of the display stay
together. No exhibits may be staked to the ground for display.

Top heavy items should be braced or placed in a stand sufficient to prevent it from
topping over while on display.

Any wet paint detected by judges will result in lowering one ribbon placing.

Repair projects have adequate original finish need not be repainted.

Any sharp edges such as blades, should have a protective covering over them to
prevent injury. The coverings should be easily removed and reinstalled for judging.
Foam “pool noodles” and multiple layers of cardboard are acceptable.

Display cases for small exhibits are acceptable and must be easily opened so the
items can be removed for judging.

Exhibits that include weaponry of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is
defined as any instrument, possession, or creation, physical and/or electrical that is
intended to be used to inflict damage and/or harm to individuals, animal life, and/or
property.

If the exhibit is powered by flammable liquids (gas, propane, kerosene, etc.), the fuel
tank and lines should be drained and allowed to dry, to avoid spills and potential
fires.

If a safety violation is noted by the judge, superintendent or staff, the exhibit will be
lowered one ribbon placing.

It may be desirable to place a cutting board or
other hard surface between the lid and the base plate of the exhibit to make it sturdy.
This is to keep the exhibit components from being scattered at the fair. The outer
dimension of the enclosure does not count towards the total exhibit dimensions but
should not be excessive.

Gaps or cracks should not be visible between assembled blocks unless they fit with
the story, for example an earthquake.

The primary building component should be interlocking blocks, commonly referred
to by the brand name of Lego®.

Other components can be integrated into dioramas to illustrate architectural aspects
that may be difficult to convey with traditional interlocking blocks, for example
marbles for small round objects.

The use of existing “store bought sets for major elements of the display is not
allowed, use of figurines from sets is allowed as is using individual bricks or small
sub-assemblies to create something different than the set it came from. For example,
a car hood or front end from a car kit could be used in a “car museum,” just not the
entire car. The intent of this is to ensure fairness among exhibitors and encourage
maximum creativity instead of just following a set of plans.

Dioramas should be suitably complex and have multiple elements, for example, a
camp site that has a log cabin, a tree fort, and a car.

All dioramas should have a story, which is part of the information pack, which
describes what is happening in the diorama; this can be as simple (the nursery rhyme
“Jack &Jill” for example) or complex as needed to explain someone looking at the
exhibit what is happening.

Vehicles that are intended to stay in a single place should be affixed to base plates
with sticky tack, hot glue, or other methods.

Mechanical enhancements or motion elements that add motion to the diorama are
acceptable and encouraged. For example, merry-go-rounds, doors, elevators, gears,
marbles going down a channel, flapping wings, animatronics, etc. If included, they
will need to have instructions included in the packet so that the judge can see them
in action.

Avrtistic designs (example: Paintings like Mona Lisa, Stary Nights, or sculptures like
“David”) are not allowed as exhibits and one ribbon placing should be deducted.
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17. Label the exhibit with the exhibitor’s name and Marais des Cygnes-Miami County
in a prominent location on the display and on the display case as well.

Insect Collection Rules:

a.  All entries should be submitted in an 18 x 24 x 3.5-inch wooden display box
with a clear plastic top (such as Plexiglas). Boxes can be handmade or
purchased as long as they are of the correct size. Box instructions and plans.

b.  Each exhibitor is required to identify each box with two identification labels
bearing Exhibitor’s name, county or district, the collection class 4-H’er is
enrolled in, and statement of taxonomy used. One label goes in the upper left
corner of the box (inside) and the other on the lower right corner of the box
(outside). Arrange specimens in the box so the box can be displayed
lengthwise.

¢.  The number of orders, specimens (and families where required) must be
included on both of the exhibitor’s box identification labels. Only one adult
insect per species can be used in the Collection Boxes and Notebook Classes,
unless labeled as male or female and correctly identified.

d.  Arrange specimens in groups or rows parallel to the short sides of the box.
Specimens are to be arranged by Order in the box, then Family where required.

e.  Two labels should be centered on the pin beneath each specimen. First (closest
to the specimen) is the common name label and the second label should include
date/locality. Full county name and state abbreviation should be on the second
label. Collector’s name (or host) on the date/locality label is optional.

f.  The specimens should be collected by the exhibitor and should focus on Kansas
insects. Insects may be collected from one county into bordering states and
labeled accordingly. Please refer to “Entomology Collection Exhibit Resource”
for full details on out-of-state insects in collections.

g.  Only specimens of the class Insects should be included.

h.  Purchased insects are not to be exhibited in collections, but they may be used in
educational displays.

i.  Specimens of soft bodied insects such as aphids, lice, termites, etc. should be
exhibited in alcohol filled vials; however, the use of alcohol filled vials should
be limited to only those specimens that lose their shape when pinned, since the
vials pose a significant hazard to the rest of the collection if they become loose
in transit.

Notebook Rules:

a. Individual entries are to be placed for display in a three-ring notebook for
competition.

b.  4-Hers who have been previously enrolled in or are currently enrolled in the
other phases of the Entomology project need to start with the Beginning Phase
of Entomology Notebooks, not the introductory phase.

c.  Each exhibitor is required to identify the notebook by placing a Title Page in
the front of the notebook bearing the exhibitor’s name, county or district and
class 4-H’er is enrolled in, and statement of taxonomy used. See Rule #3

d.  The number of orders, specimens and families (required in Intermediate and
Advanced classes) must also be included on the Title Page.

e.  Specimen pages should be grouped according to order and should include one
page per species. If more than one insect is in the photo, an arrow to indicate
the identified insect should be used.

Date, common name, full county name and state abbreviation should be
included for each species. The collector’s name on the specimen page is
optional.

Specimen pages should have two different views of the insect if possible. If
pictures are taken on different dates/localities, include information for both.

A statement describing the habitat where found/host plant may be included and
is encouraged and will be worth a bonus of 10 points total, not per page. For
Intermediate and Advanced notebooks, this is strongly encouraged.

A divider page is to be placed in front of each order of insects with the order
name printed on the tab for the page as well as on the front of the divider page.
For the Intermediate and Advanced classes, insects are also to be grouped by
family behind each order divider.

If the exhibitor has been in the same class for more than one year, a separate
sheet of paper needs to be added stating how many years the exhibitor has been
in this class of the project and what the exhibitor did this year to improve their
notebook. Place the paper just behind the Title Page in the front of the
notebook.

A special project must be completed each year and included in the notebook.
See project guideline materials for specifications.

Monarch Butterfly Educational Display Rules: Monarch Butterflies were
officially put on the Endangered Species list on July 21, 2022. Having the specific
name Danaus plexippus, this migratory butterfly is well known for its spectacular
annual journey of up to 3,000 miles across the Americas. It is now threatened with
extinction due to habitat loss and climate change. 4-Haers can play a critical role in
helping bring habitat back for the Monarch Butterfly. They can help educate the
public on ways to establish food sanctuaries for this butterfly species and help bring
them back from the threat of extinction.

a.

Exhibits should teach the public about the Monarch Butterfly and/or ways to
protect and conserve it. The information could show nectar sources for adult
butterflies and food sources for caterpillars, Monarch tagging activities,
collection of native milkweeds and the packaging it to give to others to plant, a
group working together to plant a Monarch friendly garden, etc.
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b. 4-Hers may create a poster, notebook, standard size tri-fold diorama, slide show
or other visual display that shows information on Monarch Butterflies. If a slide
show is created, it should be presented on a zip drive along with a printed copy
of the presentation.

Such

articles should have a note attached explaining the original design.

The exhibitor may attach an index card, no larger than 4°x6”, with the entry to give

the judge any information which the exhibitor thinks would be helpful for the judge

to know. Explain if the exhibit contains any recycled materials or is made of at least

90% wool.

All exhibits which need to be hung MUST have the appropriate saw tooth hanger,

rod, wire, or other mechanism attached in order to be properly displayed.

For food safety purposes, any food with custard and dairy-based fillings and
frostings (ex. Cream Cheese), raw eggs, flavored oils, “canned” bread or cakes in a
jar, cut fresh fruit or any food requiring refrigeration (ex. Bacon) or unbaked exhibit
with raw flour (ex. No bake cookies) will be disqualified and not judged.

Alcohol (ex. Wine, beer and hard liquor) is not allowed as an ingredient in food
entries. Entries with alcohol will be disqualified and not judged.

All baked goods must be left whole and uncut. Small items, such as cookies and
rolls, should be the same shape and from the same recipe. Exhibit 3 cookies, 3
muffins, 3 bread sticks, 1 loaf of bread, etc.

Under baked entries will be lowered one or more ribbon placings.

All un-frosted cakes should be exhibited in an upright position with crust showing.
The exception is for cakes made with a special design such as Bundt cakes. They
should have the top crust side down.

Any baked product that can be removed from the pan should be placed on a plate,
covered cardboard, or disposable container of appropriate size for the exhibit.
Exhibits should be in food grade plastic bags, disposable plastic containers, or boxes
of appropriate size for the exhibit. Only the exhibit is judged. The container is not
judged.

Educational Classes: Exhibits may be in the form of a poster, notebook, or display.
Follow copyright laws as you are preparing your exhibit. Take care to select
materials that will withstand Fair conditions. If the exhibit is a poster, it must not be
larger than 22”x28”. Displays are not to exceed a standard commercial 3°x4” tri-fold
display board. Name and county or district must be clearly marked on educational
exhibits.

Exhibits must be processed in clean, clear standard canning jars with matching
brand two-piece lids (ex. Use Ball lids on Ball jars, or Kerr lids on Kerr jars, etc.).
Do not use colored jars, fancy padded lids, fabric over wraps or cozies as they
interfere with the judging process. No fancy packs unless recipe states to do so (ex.
Pickled asparagus). Jars must be sealed when entered. For food safety reasons, the
size of jars used must not be larger than the jar size stated in the recipe (ex. Salsa is
canned in pint jars only, not quarts). Note: There are 12-ounce, 24-ounce, and 28-
ounce canning jars available and may be used. Use pint jar process
recommendations for 12-ounce jars Use quart jar process recommendations for 24-
ounce and 28-ounce jars.

Each jar exhibited must be labeled. The label must not cover the brand name of jar.
Printed Labels are available at the Extension Office. Label must have Class Number,
Product, Altitude where processed, Canning Method (water bath, weighted gauge or
dial gauge pressure method), Process Time, Pressure (psi), Date processed including
month and year, Name and County/District.

If dried food product is not in a canning jar, it will be lowered one ribbon placing.
Suggested amount: 1/3 — 1/2 cup or 3-4 pieces per exhibit.

All dried meat jerky must be heated to an internal temperature of 160°F before or
after drying. This is not the drying temperature. Jerky not heated to an internal
temperature of 160°F will be disqualified and not be judged. Instructions can be
found in “Dry Meat Safely at Home.”

Robots that include weaponry
of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is defined as any instrument, possession,
or creation, physical and/or electrical that is intended to inflict damage and/or harm
to individuals, animal life, and/or property.
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Remote controlled robots are allowed under certain conditions provided that the
robot is not drivable. Robots programmed on phones or tablets need to have a
specific program created, using motion controls to move the robot are not
acceptable, for example “press forward on the screen to make the robot go forward.”
Robotic arms (hydraulic or electric are allowed. A remote is allowed, provided more
than a single action happens when a single button is pressed on the remote. Remote
controlled cars, boats, planes, and/or action figures, etc. are not allowed.

Rockets are to be displayed upright on a display stand with a sturdy rod that does not
extend past the top of the rocket, or stand unassisted, unless the rocket is taller than
4 feet in which case no display stand is required and the rocket may be displayed on
its side, rockets are not to be displayed on launch pads to save space and prevent
someone from being poked in the eye.

Rockets ARE NOT to be displayed with used or unused rocket engines either in the
rocket or as part of the stand, if rocket engines are included in the exhibit the judge
may disqualify the exhibit.

Rockets should be flown unless there is an active burn ban in the county or
conditions are too dangerous to safely launch the rocket. Just flying the last stage
(the part with the nose cone) of a multi-stage rocket is acceptable.

Rockets, except those in the beginner kit class, are not to be “beginner kits” or use
prefabricated (molded plastic) fin assemblies, or pre-finished rockets.

Angles of find must fall within a plus or minus 2-degree variation using an approved
fin alignment guide (such as KSSTAC10). An official fin guide is available from
http://rocketry.engtech4ks.com/

Fins and body tubes, except those in the introductory division, are to be filled and
sealed with putty, sanding sealer, and/or primer or other suitable filler to eliminate
the appearance of body grooves and wood grain.

Fins and launch lugs are to be filleted to reduce drag & properly secure them.
Engine mounts are to be securely attached to the body tube.

Any seams on plastic parts are to be sanded smooth.

The recovery system (typically a parachute or streamer) should be attached
according to the instructions.

The nose cone fits snugly but still allow for easy removal.

Exhibits must be uniformly painted and smooth finished without “runs,” “orange
peel,” or “alligator skin” or finished as per rocket instructions (for example: No
painting required), and decals, if used, are applied smoothly. Models may not be
judged based on their paint scheme (colors and placement on the rocket), except for
rockets that fit the definition of a ‘scale model’ and are entered in the scale model
class. All other rockets do not have to follow the suggested paint scheme, allowing
the 4-H’er to display maximum creativity in the finishing of their rocket. Under no
circumstances is the weight given to the paint scheme to be sufficient enough, by
itself, to move the non-scale model from one ribbon placing to another.

“Scale Models” entered in the scale model class may be judged based on their paint
scheme. The judge may deduct up to one ribbon placing for not following the paint
scheme.

“Scale Models” displayed in the scale model class are to be finished and completed
with a majority (greater than 70%) of decals. For all other rockets, the use of decals
is optional.

Original design rockets cannot be a modification of a pre-existing kit and must be of
original design. Original design rockets must be designed by the exhibitor.

Original design rockets include detailed instructions, so that someone could
construct the original designed rocket just like a kit purchased at a store. Instructions
can be as many pages as needed to give full and complete construction techniques.
For a rocket entered in the original design classes, describe in the summary how the
rocket was tested for stability before flying. SWING TESTING OF THE ROCKET
IS REQUIRED. Other tests and calculations are strongly encouraged. Exhibits must
include documentation of the swing test.

All sheep must be inspected by the fair board appointed inspector in the designated
area before unloading.

At time of Check in/inspection, all Sheep (Breeding & Market) must be slick shorn
with an even length of wool covering above the hock and knee (head excluded).
Wool length should not exceed 0.25”. Animals with excessive or uneven wool cover
will not be weighed or checked-in until shorn to meet the satisfaction of the sheep
superintendent. This rule applies to all Wool Sheep Breeds. Hair Sheep Breeds
are excluded from this rule but will have to be washed and brushed.

All sheep must be identified with a registered tattoo or an official USDA Premise ID
Tag (Scrapies Tag). Lambs under 8 weeks of age, accompanying their dams, are
exempt from tagging requirements.

Exhibitors who abuse an animal will be barred from showing and will forfeit any
premium, ribbon, or prize won. The word abuse includes beating, slapping, using an
electric prod or forcing a solid object into a lamb to make the animal brace more
firmly. Bracing a lamb by holding the front feet off the ground also constitutes
abuse. During the judge’s inspection or handling, all 4 feet of the animal must
be in contact with the ground.

Animals not in the recognized breeds list below will be shown in the Any Other
Breed (AOB) Classes.

To show in purebred breeding classes, registration papers must be transferred into
the name of the 4-H/FFA Exhibitor by June 15%. Exhibitor’s name must be listed on
the papers. Registration papers must be entered into the online pre-entry system to
show in a purebred division in the breeding heifer show.

The Sheep show will be a full fit show. Meaning the use of adhesive, paint or
powder products will be allowed. Use of hair not from the animal or twine/artificial
material will NOT be allowed. This applies to both breeding & market animals.
Immediate family members (to include parents, legal guardians, siblings, and
grandparents) and current Kansas 4-H/FFA members that are exhibitors at the
Miami County Fair may assist with the grooming and care of the animals.
